Child has an issue with 

another pupil on more 

than one occasion 

We take the incident 

seriously and act 

quickly 

We always reassure the 

child that they have done 

the right thing by telling 

someone 

An appropriate adult will listen 

to details of the incident and 

record in writing 

An adult will seek to establish 

witnesses and evidence to support 

the victim’s statement. All key 

details will be recorded in writing 

The victim will be consistently 

kept informed of outcomes of 

all witness statements and any 

further action taken throughout 

the process. They will be 

offered appropriate levels of 

support and time by a suitable 

member of staff as well as 

referring them to appropriate 

outside agencies if necessary. 

We will interview the alleged bully and record 

outcomes of the conversation. We invoke the 

school’s behaviour policy including sanctions 

and restorative practice if 

necessary/appropriate. 

Incident observed by a 

pupil 

We will provide support to the 

bully so they understand their 

actions and can change their 

behaviour. We will keep them 

informed of all outcomes as 

well as issuing any sanctions 

and referring them to 

appropriate outside agencies. 

A senior member of staff will be 

informed and the incident will 

be logged in the behaviour books 

and CPOMS. SLT will continue to 

monitor the situation. 

Report the issue to an adult as 

soon as possible. (The class 

teacher will also be informed) 

We will inform the parents/carers 

of both the victim and the bully 

about the incident and any sanctions 

and restorative practice conducted. 

Class teachers will speak to the 

year group if necessary to 

discuss appropriate behaviour  

If there is a misunderstanding and 

bullying has not occurred, no further 

action will be taken. However, children 

will be supported in what has occurred.  

Where bullying has implications 

regarding the law, we will inform 

the Police or seek advice.
